Players Code of Behaviour

· Play by the Rules.

· Never argue with Umpires / Officials – let the Coach / Manager  make the approach.

· Control your Temper – verbal / physical abuse will not be tolerated.

· Work for the Team and the Team will benefit from your performance.

· Be a good sport and applaud all good play – ours or the opposition.

· Treat all Players and Officials as you would like to be treated.

· Avoid use of derogatory language based on race or gender.

· Show appreciation to Club Volunteers – without them you may not have the facilities to play or participate.

Coaches Code of Behaviour

· Be reasonable in your demands on Players’  time, energy and enthusiasm.

· Never ridicule a Player for making a mistake during competition – being positive is motivational. 

· Teach Players that rules of the sport are mutual agreements which no one should break.

· Develop Team Respect by using the right coaching methods – this enhances growth and development towards team success.

· Show Leadership – do not use foul language, harass Players, Officials or Opposition Coaches.

· Keep up-to-date with the latest coaching practices and principles.

· Follow the advice of any medical practitioner when determining when an injured Player is ready to commence playing or training.

· Avoid the use of derogatory language based on race or gender.

Parents Code of Behaviour

· Remember, your children play sport for their enjoyment, not yours.

· Encourage children to participate, do not force them.

· Focus on your child’s efforts and performance – rather than on winning or losing.

· Support all efforts to remove verbal or physical abuse from our game.

· Remember that children learn best by example – encourage, motivate and show good sportsmanship at all times.

· Respect Officials / Umpires decisions and teach children to do likewise.

· Show appreciation of volunteer Coaches, Officials and Administrators – without them your children may not be playing.

Spectators Code of Behaviour

· Remember that Players play for many reasons – they are not playing for the enjoyment of Spectators only, nor are they professionals.

· Applaud good performance and effort from each team.

· Respect the Umpires / Officials decision – if there is disagreement follow the correct channels to rectify it.

· Condemn the use of violence in any form.

· Show respect for your Team’s Opponents – without them there would be no game.

· Demonstrate appropriate social behaviour – do not use foul language, harassing Players, Coaches or Officials.
